Mission

The Noble Farm Market is a whole health initiative farmer’s market that commits to promoting
healthy lifestyles for the residents of Cleveland County.

Market Hours

Market will run every Saturday May through October 10th 8-1pm

2026 Important Dates, Hours and Location

The Noble Farm Market is located at 304 S Main Street, Noble OK at Noble City Hall.

May 16th- First Day of Market

October 10th- Last Day of Market

Definitions

“Farmers Market” is a designated area in which farmers, growers, and producers from a defined
region gather on a regularly scheduled basis to sell non-potentially hazardous farm food products
and whole shell eggs to the public

“Byproduct” is a product that can be used or sold that was a result of another farm venture (ex.
wool from sheep) “Farmer” is a person that personally grows or raises fruits, vegetables, or

animal products, including honey

“Grower” is a person that starts plants from seed with the intent to sell the whole plant, process it
into a different product or buy starts and care for it before selling

“Baker” is a person that bakes food in a commercial or home kitchen in compliance with current
Oklahoma law.

“Nonfood Vendor” is a person that creates an original product that may not be edible, preferably
using local products or farm byproducts

“Value Added” is a product that has been created with another product that was grown/raised by
the same vendor.

“Reselling” is the selling of a product that the business did not personally grow, make, or raise

“Vendor” is the person running and/or representing a booth.
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Allowable Booth Categories and Percentages

The Noble Farm Market will initially have 32 available booth spaces. Permanent vendors are
sorted into the following categories and sub-categories:

For a balanced market, the market manager reserves the right to deny entry to the market if the
following percentage of vendor categories are not in alignment with actual vendor applications.
Vendors are required to disclose specific products being sold in application, with pictures
required for non-farm items.
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Healthy Living Partners

One healthy living business partner may set up a booth free of charge per market day, so long as
they are scheduled two weeks in advance. They do not have to be offering anything for sale.
Politically affiliated groups are not allowed. Brick and mortar businesses are handled on a case-
by-case basis.

Nonprofit Organizations/ Service/ Direct Sales Vendors/ Brick and Mortar Businesses

One nonprofit organization may set up a booth free of charge per market day, so long as they are
scheduled two weeks in advance. Nonprofit organizations must be offering a product for sale.
Politically affiliated groups are not allowed. Vendors that are wishing to set up a booth in order
to advertise a service business (insurance sales, handyman work etc.) or a direct sales business
(Scentsy, Mary Kay, etc.) are not allowed. Brick and mortar businesses are handled on a case-by-
case basis.

Selection Process and Waitlist

Vendor selection is based on the products being sold. Spaces are assigned based on product type
and availability. Applicants who do not get into the market will be placed on the waitlist. After
March 1st, open spaces will be filled from the waitlist.

All vendors must be approved by the market manager before selling. New farmers should submit
photos of their operation and be prepared to schedule a farm visit with the manager. Existing
farms may be asked to submit updated photos. All communication regarding booth spaces and
absences will be conducted via email.

Fees

All spaces are $10/week. If a vendor has a space reserved, they are responsible for paying for
that space, even if they are not occupying it for the day UNLESS a 48 hour written notice (email)
is provided to the market manager.

Booth Spaces

Booth spaces are 10x8 and can be combined up to 10x16. Subletting or sharing booth space
requires market manager approval. Trailer spaces may not be combined and a vendor does not
need to be selling from a trailer year-round in order to qualify for these spaces—however, they
must plan to sell off a trailer in peak production months.

Absences
Planned absences require one months’ notice in order to retain permanent booth placement. An
absence with less than 24 hours’ notice will result in the vendor still being required to pay daily

booth fee. Cancellation on Friday after 2:30 p.m. are considered a no-show. No call/no show will
result in the vendor being removed from the regular Saturday market until they ask to return.
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Returns will be allowed on a case by case basis and multiple last minute cancellations or no
shows will result in permanent dismissal from the market.

Booth Allocation

Booths are allocated according to the products being sold and the overall needs of the market, as
determined by market management. Assignments will be made by market staff based on product
priority and are subject to change at any time.

Loading/Unloading

Vendors will unload before 7:45 on Saturdays by entering the parking lot and park on the North
side of the pavilion. They will unload their items quickly and move to the designated vendor
parking. Double parking to unload is prohibited. Vendors are required to stay through the entire
farm market time. Driving or parking on the grass for any reason is prohibited.

Vendor Parking

All vendors are required to park on the North side of City Hall parking lot. Any vendors found
to be parking in places that prohibit customers from finding a space will be directed through the
disciplinary system.

Licensing

Vendors are responsible for obtaining necessary licensing, providing it to the market manager
before attending the market, and retaining on hand for health department or ODAFF random

inspections.

Noble Farm Market and its associates are not responsible for the failure of any vendor to obtain
or comply with any federal, state, county or municipal license requirements or tax obligations.

Additionally, the market manager reserves the right to reject any application by any vendor that
is found not to be in compliance with any rules and regulations set forth in this document.
Licenses and permits include, but may not be limited to;

1. Oklahoma Sales Tax License

2. Growers License

3. Dealers License

4. Mobile Retail Vendor License

5. Egg Packer License

6. Meat License
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7. Co-Packer information

To confirm that licensing is up to date and necessary, please contact the Cleveland County
Health Department and the Oklahoma Department of Agriculture, Food, and Forestry.

Product Labeling

All products must be labeled with the name of the item, the price, and the origin. These labels are
not provided by the Noble Farm Market. Label clips and lamination are highly suggested but not
required as long as prices are clearly displayed.

Under the Oklahoma Food Freedom Act, all homemade food products must adhere to labeling
requirements designed to ensure transparency and consumer safety. Labels must be printed in a
minimum 10-point font size and include the following key details:

e Producer Information: The name and phone number of the individual who made the
product.

e Production Location: The physical address where the item was prepared.

e Preparation Date: Clearly visible to the customer, indicating when the product was
made.

e Product Description: A brief yet informative summary of the homemade food item.

e Ingredient List: A complete breakdown of ingredients in descending order by
proportion.

o Allergen Disclosure: A statement identifying the presence of any of the nine most
common allergens—milk, eggs, peanuts, tree nuts, fish, crustacean shellfish, wheat, soy,
and sesame.

« Regulatory Disclaimer: Legible text stating, “This product was produced in a private
residence that is exempt from government licensing and inspection.”

Product Quality
Food products being sold must be in good condition for sale. This means that it must not appear

to be, or be near, spoilage or have an unappealing, blemished appearance. 10% of products being
sold may be labeled as discount and have blemishes, intended for home canning.

Signage

All booths must have their business name displayed in a manner that is highly visible to
customers without being obstructive to vendors. Signage may not be hung on the wall but may
be hung on a table or tent in the form of a banner, a custom table cloth, a side wall or a custom
name banner for the tent. Food Assistance signs are required to be visible on booth at all times.

Product Packaging

All vendors are responsible for providing packaging for their products. The Oklahoma Grown
program provides plastic t-shirt and produce bags at a low cost. You can contact Micaela
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Halverson (405-522-5560) to purchase these items. We encourage the use of environmentally
friendly packaging.

Resale Items

Total resale vendors are prohibited from the Noble Farm Market unless registered as a resale hub
through the Oklahoma Department of Agriculture, Food and Forestry.

If vendors are registered as a resale hub, all resale items must be:
1. Properly labeled with the point of origin

2. Come from farms in Oklahoma or one of the bordering states (Texas, Arkansas, Missouri,
New Mexico, Kansas, and Colorado)

3. Remain in their raw form and not altered before selling

4. The vendor must actively pursue relationships with the small farmers that they buy from and
DO NOT buy from wholesale sources or other farmers markets

The market manager may ask for proof of these conditions at any time and refusal will result in
termination at the market.

Pricing/Undercutting

All vendors are encouraged to set their own pricing based on how their business model conducts
itself to make a profit. Undercutting is defined as the malicious intent to draw customers away
from another vendor selling the same or very similar product by pricing it 30% or more below
the other vendors’ price. The final decision on undercutting shall be made by the market manager
and disciplinary actions may be implemented if the action is obviously malicious.

Payment Methods

In addition to cash payments, it is highly encouraged that vendors accept credit card payments
from customers. There are many options available to be able to accommodate this, a POS system
is recommended to help track sales. No change is available to vendors needing smaller bills.
Fundraising

Fundraising is only occasionally allowed on a very restricted basis. Individual vendors may not

advertise that any percentage of their sales is being donated to charity without written permission
by the nonprofit entity.
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Inclement Weather

The Noble Farm Market operates rain or shine. If dangerous weather is predicted during market
hours, the market will be canceled and all vendors will be notified via email. Early dismissal
from the market is acceptable if dangerous weather is imminent.

Customer Service

Vendors are expected to maintain a high level of professionalism and customer service during
market hours. Raised voices, expletive language, or other unbecoming behavior towards
customers will not be tolerated. If a customer is being belligerent or abusive towards a vendor,
the market manager or fairgrounds staff must be notified immediately. Such action from a
customer will not be tolerated and appropriate action will be taken to ensure the safety of the
vendors.

Hawking

Haweking is defined as advertising by shouting. This is not an acceptable method at the Noble
Farm Market and will be subject to disciplinary action.

Children and Pets

We are a family and pet-friendly farmers market. For safety reasons we ask that all children and
pets present with vendors remain supervised at the booth of their parent or guardian at all times.
If a child or pet damages the product of another vendor, the parent or guardian will be asked to
pay for the losses. Only well behaved, leashed, and non-aggressive pets are allowed.

Farm Market Dog Policy

Purpose: The purpose of this policy is to ensure the safety, comfort, and enjoyment of all
visitors, vendors, and their dogs at the farm market.

Guidelines:

1. Leash Requirement:

o All dogs must be on a leash at all times while on farm market premises.

o Leashes should not exceed 6 feet in length to ensure better control.
2. Supervision:

o Dog owners must supervise their pets at all times.

o Dogs should never be left unattended, tied to fixtures, or left in vehicles.
3. Behavior:

o Dogs must be well-behaved and non-aggressive towards people and other

animals.
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o Owners are responsible for their dog’s behavior and any damage or injuries

caused by their pets.
4. Cleanliness:

o Owners must clean up after their dogs and dispose of waste in designated bins.

o Complimentary waste bags will be provided at various locations within the
market.

5. Noise Control:
o Excessive barking or noise that disturbs other visitors or vendors is not allowed.
o Owners should take steps to manage their dog's noise levels.

6. Children and Dogs:
o Parents should supervise interactions between children and dogs to ensure safety.
o Encourage children to ask permission before petting any dog.

7. Service Animals:

o Service animals, as defined by the ADA, are welcome at the farm market and are
not subject to the same restrictions as pets.

o Service animals must be under control and harnessed, leashed, or tethered unless
these devices interfere with the service animal's work or the individual’s disability
prevents using these devices.

8. Emergency Situations:

o In case of an emergency, owners should immediately move their dog to a safe
location.

o Report any incidents to market staff promptly.

Enforcement:

o Market staff reserves the right to ask any dog and its owner to leave if they are not
following this policy or if the dog poses a safety risk to others.

Insurance

All vendors are encouraged to carry product liability insurance, especially bakers that are
operating outside of a commercial kitchen.

Vendor Responsibilities

All vendors must have a vendor agreement, proper licensing in order to set up. Any vendor
selling processed foods or samples MUST follow guidelines provided by the Cleveland County
Health Department and be pre-approved by the market manager. Samples are allowed but must
be served in a manner that is deemed acceptable by the Cleveland County Health Department.
Scales must have current certification by the OK Department of Agriculture Weights and
Measurements. Scales without current certification may not be used. Damage to provided
equipment or building must be reported to the market manager immediately. Failure to do so will
result in permanent dismissal from the market.
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Vendor Conduct

Vendors are expected to conduct themselves in a professional manner at all times while present
at the Noble Farm Market, regardless of presence of customers. Conflicts between vendors
should immediately be brought to the market manager’s attention. Verbal arguments between
vendors in the presence of customers will result in immediate dismissal from the market for at
least one full market day for both parties. Serious violations or repeated offenses will result in
permanent dismissal from the market. Vendor relations with market manager and market staff
will remain professional at all times. Complaints should be in written, not verbal form.
Maliciously rude or abusive behavior will not be tolerated and will result in disciplinary action,
up to and including permanent dismissal from the market. Spreading false information, whether
through slander or deceptive social media posts that damages the reputation of the Noble Farm
Market, market staff, or negatively impacts the reputation and sales of other vendors will also
lead to permanent removal.

Food Assistance

Vendor Orientation training is required before accepting food assistance tokens. If the wrong
token is accepted the vendor will be notified and paid one time, after the first time the vendor
will not be paid for accepting the wrong tokens. Food Assistance checks are distributed the 2"
Saturday of each month in person and will not be mailed.

Complaint Reporting

If a vendor suspects or witnesses that one or more of the rules in this document are being
violated, please report them to the market manager in writing. Reports may be made
anonymously to be further investigated by the market manager. Verbal complaints will not be
investigated.

Vendor Conduct & Market Expectations

Participation in the market is a privilege extended to vendors who align with the mission and
values of the market community. Market management reserves the authority to revoke a vendor’s
participation at any time if circumstances arise that are deemed detrimental to the integrity,
safety, or overall success of the market.

While our rules and regulations provide important guidance, they cannot account for every
possible situation. The market relies on shared common sense, mutual respect, and a
commitment to fairness in order to facilitate day-to-day market operations.

As always, the Golden Rule—treat others the way you wish to be treated—is a guiding principle
that should shape all interactions within our market space.
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Violation Procedure

If any rule outlined in this document is clearly and intentionally violated, the following
disciplinary steps may be taken:

1. Verbal warning issued by the Market Manager.
2. Written warning issued by the Market Manager.
3. Removal from the market if issues persist.

Please note that this progression does not need to occur in strict sequence. In cases where a
violation is deemed serious enough, or where malicious intent is evident, the Market Manager
reserves the right to accelerate the disciplinary process, including immediate removal from the
market if warranted.

Tobacco-Free Policy

Per the City of Noble’s Tobacco-Free Policy, the use of tobacco products is strictly prohibited on
the City of Noble’s property. This includes but is not limited to cigarettes, cigars, smokeless
tobacco, and pipes.

Liability

Cleveland County and the City of Noble shall not be responsible for any injury or damage caused
to persons or property by any vendor or their employees or agents. Vendors shall hold harmless,
defend, and indemnify Cleveland County and the City of Noble for any claims or suits brought
against it as a result of the actions or omissions of vendors and/or their employees or agents.
Vendors are independent contractors and not employees or agents of Cleveland County or the
City of Noble.

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Memorandum of Agreement
Between
Cleveland County Oklahoma and Norman Public Schools

For The Use of Facilities/Equipment as Emergency Evacuation Site for Students

This Memorandum of Agreement (“Agreement”) is made and entered into by and between Independent
School District No. 29 of Cleveland County, Oklahoma, a/k/a Norman Public Schools (“NPS”), and
CLEVELAND COUNTY OKLAHOMA collectively—the Parties.

CLEVELAND COUNTY OKLAHOMA, under its authority, authorizes the use of its facilities, equipment, and
parking lots, to be used by NPS as an evacuation site during a disaster or crisis.

To help fulfill its role of preparing for and providing immediate response to disasters, CLEVELAND
COUNTY FAIRGROUNDS, [ocated at 615 E. Robinson St, Norman, OK 73071 agrees to assist NPS by
providing an emergency evacuation site for students, faculty, and visitors who must evacuate a Norman
Public Schools’ campus. NPS shall maintain full responsibility for providing transportation and logistics
for students, faculty, and visitors during a campus/district-wide evacuation.

Therefore, it is mutually agreed that the parties will as follows:

1. CLEVELAND COUNTY FAIRGROUNDS agrees that its facilities, while meeting its responsibilities to
its patrons, will permit, to the extent of its ability and upon request by NPS, the use of its
physical facilities by NPS as an emergency evacuation site.

2. NPS agrees that in the event of activation during an emergency or crisis to said facilities it shall
exercise and enforce reasonable care in the conduct of its students, faculty, and visitors in such
facilities.

3. During an event requiring both evacuation and mass sheltering, NPS will work with CLEVELAND
COUNTY FAIRGROUNDS personnel to coordinate the utilization of its facilities. Additionally,
CLEVELAND COUNTY FAIRGROUNDS shall share with NPS specific facility information, such as
floor plans and the availability of amenities, for the purpose of expediting operations and
logistics in the event of an evacuation.

4. CLEVELAND COUNTY FAIRGROUNDS agrees to permit use of its equipment located within its
facilities, inciuding, but not limited to, office equipment, tables, chairs, desks, refrigerators and
freezers. CLEVELAND COUNTY FAIRGROUNDS agrees to provide and replenish normal and
customary consumables and maintenance supplies, including, but not limited to, paper towels,
toilet paper and garbage bags during NPS's use of the facilities. NPS agrees to reimburse
CLEVELAND COUNTY FAIRGROUNDS for the cost of such consumables and supplies.

5. CLEVELAND COUNTY FAIRGROUNDS and NPS each agree to desighate a primary and an
alternate contact person who shall act as that party's primary point of contact and as their
representatives in the event of a public safety emergency. Each party will provide the other with
its representative's office phone numbers, cell phone numbers, home phone numbers, fax
numbers and email addresses. This information shall be updated as necessary to ensure that
contact information is current and accurate at all times.

6. CLEVELAND COUNTY FAIRGROUNDS agrees to provide normal maintenance of its facilities
during NPS's use and occupancy for such items as heating and air conditioning, maintenance of
restroom facilities, disposal of waste, cleanliness of the building, etc.

7. NPS shall designate a representative on site at CLEVELAND COUNTY FAIRGROUNDS during any
public safety emergency or training exercise who will act as NPS's representative to answer
questions of CLEVELAND COUNTY FAIRGROUNDS and to meet with CLEVELAND COUNTY
FAIRGROUNDS’s designated representative periodically to evaluate the necessity for
continuation of operations and to resolve operational concerns. NPS shall provide health and/or
security personnel during its use of the facility and shall be solely responsible for crowd control
and the safety and security of persons taking shelter therein.

This Memorandum of Agreement shall be effective as of the 1st day of July, 2026 upon approval by
CLEVELAND COUNTY OKLAHOMA and Independent School District No. 29 of Cleveland County,
Oklahoma, a/k/a Norman Public Schools and shall remain in effect from the date the Agreement is
assigned or until either party chooses to terminate. Written notice of intent to terminate this
Agreement must be given 60 days prior to termination date.

This Agreement for inter-local Cooperation is made and entered into by and between the
City of Noble and Cleveland County by and through its Board of County Commissioners
("BOCC™).

Pursuant to 74 O.S. 1981 § 1001 et seq., the City of Noble and BOCC find that it is to the
mutual benefit of both the City of Noble and the BOCC to enter into an Inter-local Agreement to
provide a healthy living farmers market (“The Noble Farm Market”) to the citizens of Cleveland
County.

WHEREAS, the City of Noble and BOCC exist for the benefit of the citizens of the City
of Noble and Cleveland County organized and existing under the laws of the Statc of Oklahoma;
and

WHEREAS, it is the desire of the City of Noble and the BOCC to empower all
Cleveland County citizens to reach their fullest potential through various means of wellness by
maximizing health promoting behaviors and minimizing harmful behaviors; and

WHEREAS, the City of Noble and BOCC desire to achieve this goal by promoting
healthy living through engaging programs, hcalthy living education and healthy food
accessibility for all citizens of Cleveland County; and

WHEREAS, in order to accomplish these goals, the City of Noble has agreed to allocate
the use of the pavilion at City Hall to the BOCC every Saturday from 6:00 am to 1:00 pm from
May 16 through October 10 in order to provide a sufficient location for the BOCC to operate The
Noble Farm Market for the citizens of Cleveland County.

NOW THEREFORE, the parties agrec as follows:

1. This Agreement shall be effective on the date of signing by representatives of both parties

and terminate October 31, 2026.

2. This Agreement may be renewed by agreement of the parties for successive fiscal years if
mutually agreed upon by both parties.

3. Cleveland County shall:
A) Provide management of The Noble Farm Market through staff, including but not

limited to, the following:
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. Cleveland County Farm Market Manager- oversces and manages day-to-day
¢perations, admimstration, and fiscal health of The Noble Farm Market. This
position will oversee all community outrcach activities with partners and
stakeholders and implement long-term goals and strategic vision to achieve the
successful outcomes of The Noble Farm Market.

2. Assistant Market Manager- under direction of the Cleveland County Farm Market
Manager, this is a seasonal position that will be on site during market days. As
such, this position attends immediate vendors’ needs and aims to build and
maintain positive relationships with the community.

3. Public Information Specialist- responsible for implementing social media
strategies and generating public awareness and excitement about The Noble Farm
Market.

B) Provide salaries and benefits and will have hiring, firing and supervision
authorities for the aforementioned staff.

4. City of Noble shall:

A) Provide for the maintenance and operation of the pavilion at City Hall, including
but not limited to, utilities, insuring of premises, cleantiness, upkeep and maintenance of
the structure.

5. Both parties herein shall be exclusively liable for loss resulting their own torts or the torts

of their employees acting within the scope of their employment subject to the limitations
and exceptions specified in the Oklahoma Governmental Tort Claims Act. Thercefore,

neither party shall be liable for the acts or omissions of the other party.

For County Community Safety Investment Fund (SQ781)

Cleveland County is requesting to use the allocated funding in the following ways:

Project 1: Recovery Based Housing with Recovery Support Services: $110,000

Allowable under 43A O.S. §2-312.4(A)(5)

Timeline: Fire suppression system installation will begin in April, 2026; playground and outdoor
furnishings are expected to be installed April — May, 2026; services for family engagement will
begin after opening of the facility (awaiting inspection of the fire suppression system).

Number of Individuals Served: 30

Cleveland County is seeking to provide recovery based housing and family reunification support
services through Hope Center Ministries. Specifically, Cleveland County would like to provide
a code-compliance fire suppression system for the new Hope Center Ministries campus located
in east Norman. This necessary infrastructure is required to begin providing housing for
residents recovering from addiction. Recovery-based housing promotes recovery from substance
use “which leads to long-term sobriety, improved health and wellness, and community
involvement.”?

Cleveland County also seeks to provide Hope Center Ministries with integral tools for recovery
support services through family reunification by providing supervised family engagement.
Substance Use Disorder can change family dynamics and erode trust. Family and friends can
provide a healthy support system which can prevent relapse. Cleveland County seeks to provide
Hope Center Ministries with family days, reunification sessions, and safe infrastructure for a
playground where residents can engage meaningfully with their children.

Project 2: Treatment Services for Cleveland County Treatment Court Participants and
Cleveland County Residents who are Indigent, but do not Qualify for Medicaid: $200,000
Allowable under 43A O.S. §2-312.4(A)(1)

Timeline: July 1, 2026 or upon award if earlier

Number of Individuals Served: 50 Treatment Court participants; 250 indigent, non-Medicaid-
eligible residents

Cleveland County seeks to provide outpatient substance use treatment services through The
Virtue Center. The Virtue Center has served as Cleveland County’s Treatment Court provider
for more than twenty (20) years. The Virtue Center utilizes evidence-based practice treatment
models aligned with ODMHSAS standards and national behavioral health guidelines.

Individuals who receive untimely access to treatment face recidivism and probation violations,
relapse and overdose, emergency department utilization which create an increased burden on law

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enforcement, courts, and other critical infrastructure. With proposed ODMHSAS funding cuts,
Cleveland County wishes to utilize County Community Safety Investment (SQ 781) funds to
continue to provide treatment services for Treatment Court Participants, prevent service
interruptions for indigent, non-Medicaid-eligible individuals, and avoid expanded waitlists that
will increase relapse, recidivism, and community safety risks to Cleveland County.

Project 3: Provide Up to Six (6) Months of Medication Assisted Treatment (MAT) for
Cleveland County Residents: $185,640

Allowable under 43A O.S. §2-312.4(A)(1)

Timeline: Services to begin upon award

Number of Individuals Served: 90 patients utilizing Methadone and 10 patients utilizing
Suboxone

Cleveland County seeks to provide one hundred (100) Cleveland County uninsured and
underinsured residents with a targeted MAT stabilization program. Medicaid, ODMHSAS
contracts, and other third-party reimbursement sources will continue to serve as the primary
payers for all eligible patients and services. Cleveland County wishes to utilize County
Community Safety Investment (SQ 781) funds to provide MAT for patients who are financially
vulnerable and struggle to sustain treatment due to out-of-pocket costs. When treatment
becomes financially inaccessible, disengagement often occurs abruptly, increasing the risk of
relapses, overdose, and reentry into high-risk behaviors. Even brief treatment disruptions
substantially increase overdose risk, particularly in communities impacted by fentanyl, making
treatment continuity a core public safety strategy. Cleveland County has experienced sustained
overdose-related harm, with a consistent five-year pattern of opioid-involved mortality.>
Cleveland County seeks to partner with Mission Treatment Centers. This provider currently
serves a defined population of Cleveland County residents and is certified ODMHSAS entity for
provision of MAT services.

Project 4. Support and Expand Mobile Crisis Team Services in Cleveland County:
$501,468

Allowable under 43A O.S. §2-312.4(A)(1)

Timeline: Expansion of MCT to begin within 60 days of award

Number of Individuals Served: 100 individuals

Cleveland County seeks to partner with Red Rock Behavioral Health Services in providing
Mobile Crisis Team (MCT) services. Red Rock anticipates serving 100 Cleveland County
residents annually through this program. MCTs are a SAMHSA-recognized, evidence-based
model that provide rapid, community-based behavioral health crisis intervention. Research
demonstrates that MCTs reduce law enforcement and jail involvement, decrease unnecessary
psychiatric hospitalization, improve engagement in ongoing mental health and substance use
treatment, and safely resolve crises in community settings. The 2023 National Mobile Crisis
Survey found that funding limitations are barriers for MCTSs to achieve the scale, inter-

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operability, and reporting capabilities needed to make MCTs successful.® For this reason,
Cleveland County has chosen MCTs as a recipient partner for SQ781 funding.

Until recently, Red Rock was not in Cleveland and McClain counties in Solari’s 988 Dispatch.
Now that this has been corrected, dispatches are expected to increase. Cleveland County wishes
to be prepared for this increase and provide our citizens with this immediate, in-person care. In
anticipation of the increase in calls, Cleveland County wishes to provide Red Rock with
necessary funds to purchase a Mobile Crisis Team response vehicle. This will be a one-time
cost, and it is anticipated the annual Mobile Crisis cost will decrease to $353,307 in future years.
Funding will also supplement (not supplant) Medicaid and ODMHSAS funds which shall remain
the primary payers for eligible treatment services. In addition to the mobile medical vehicle,
Cleveland County proposes to utilize County Community Safety Investment (SQ 781) funds to
provide for personnel and fringe benefits, supplies, advertising and outreach and maintenance
and repairs to the mobile medical vehicle.

Project 5: Civil Legal Services for Treatment and Wellness Court Participants: $100,000
Allowable under 43A O.S. §2-312.4(A)(2), (3), and (4)

Timeline: Legal Aid Services of Oklahoma (LASO) will have staff in place within 15-20 days
of award. Within the first month, LASO will reach out to all partners to provide training and
protocols on LASO priorities and referrals for full implementation of services and begins serving
clients. After 6 months, LASO will meet with partners to review LASO performance and any
unmet partner/client needs. LASO will complete another review at the end of the year.

Number of Individuals Served:

Participants in diversion courts often have many legal issues, any one of which can sabotage the
best treatment plan. These issues include loss of their home, unhealthy living conditions, the risk
of child removal, domestic violence, illegal debt collection, denial of public benefits and loss of
health care. One predominant issue for many participants is lack of having a form of
identification and/or a driver’s license. An article published in the National Library of Medicine
noted, “Individuals considered for and enrolled in drug courts often present with myriad needs
that extend beyond substance misuse and criminal behavior. While drug courts must attend to
these primary objectives, programs must also consider treatments and services for needs that
could interfere with successfully engaging in, and completing, treatment and supervision
requirements.” Cleveland County seeks to break these barriers and provide its participants with
the best possible chance of success.

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The Oklahoma Indigent Defense System (OIDS) is statutorily prohibited from assisting with
civil matters®, and having an attorney trained in these specific areas will promote successful
outcomes. Cleveland County wishes to partner with Legal Aid Services of Oklahoma (LASO)
through Cleveland County District Court to provide an attorney to work with treatment and
wellness court participants. LASO is a non-profit law firm specializing in civil legal assistance
that includes assistance with access to basic necessities (e.g. housing, employment, healthcare,
social security benefits); economic security (e.g., consumer fraud, employment, taxes,
garnishments, bankruptcy); ensure personal safety (e.g., preventing child and elder abuse and
neglect, domestic violence, human trafficking, stalking harassment); support for family stability
(e.g., guardianships, power of attorney assistance); and, much more.

Project 6: Treatment and Wellness Court Participant Assistance: $45,000

Allowable under 43A O.S. §2-312.4(A)(5)

Timeline: Services to begin upon award.

Number of Individuals Served: Housing Assistance: 15-20 participants; Transportation
Assistance: 25-35 participants; Educational/Vocational Assistance: 15-20 participants; Driver’s
License Reinstatement Assistance: 15-20 participants. Actual numbers may vary based on
individual need and cost per service.

Funding for Cleveland County Treatment and Wellness Courts would be used to provide direct,
non-duplicative participant assistance that removes barriers to recovery, employment, and lawful
community reintegration. Cleveland County expects the assistance outlined below to increase
treatment retention and program completion, reduce relapse and recidivism, improve housing
stability during early recovery, increase employment and job retention, improve lawful mobility
and compliance through license reinstatement and enhance long-term financial stability for
participants and their families.

Housing and Transportation: Housing for a newly sober person is often incredibly difficult. It’s

tremendously difficult to get sober if you don’t have a sober environment to go home to.
Cleveland County District Court’s treatment courts promote harm reduction which includes,
“equitable access to key health factors such as housing, healthcare, and income security.”®
Cleveland County seeks to partner with our treatment courts to assist with the participants’
housing needs. This would be not only for sober living rental assistance but also provide
financial assistance for housing when a participant is married and/or has minor children to care

for.

An additional barrier for participants is lack of reliable transportation to treatment appointments
and court appearances. Lack of identification and/or driver’s license contributes to lack of

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employment, and lack of employment contributes to the inability to transport oneself to the
required appointments and appearances of treatment and wellness court. Cleveland County
seeks to provide participants with ride-share services for court appearances, treatment,
employment, and recovery meetings. We also wish to provide transportation assistance when
public transit or personal transportation is unavailable and basic vehicle repairs and maintenance.

Educational and Vocational Training Assistance: This assistance targets participants who are

stable in treatment and ready to advance toward sustainable employment, aligning recovery with
long-term economic self-sufficiency. SQ781 funds will be used for tuition or fees for short-term
vocational or certification programs, educational materials, or required course-related expenses
(including GED/HISET), and workforce development or skills-based training directly tied to
employment.

Driver’s License Reinstatement Assistance: For many justice-involved individuals, accumulated

reinstatement fees present a significant financial barrier, even after all legal and eligibility
requirements have been satisfied. Financial assistance will be provided to select participants so
that they may have their driving privileges restored.

Project 7: Expanded Education, Employment, and Housing Opportunities: $159,835.75
Allowable under 43A O.S. §2-312.4(A)(5)

Timeline: Expansion of services to begin upon award

Number of Individuals Served: Thunderbird Clubhouse provided support for a daily average
of 43 members and 374 unique individuals with the assistance of prior SQ781 funds. This year,
Thunderbird would like to increase daily average support to 48 members and serve at least 450
unique individuals in Cleveland County.

Cleveland County seeks to partner with Thunderbird Clubhouse to provide additional Program
Staft Generalists. Thunderbird Clubhouse serves individuals living with mental illness.
Additional staff would increase the level of engagement for opportunities for education,
employment, housing, social interaction, and so much more. Clubhouse members cost the
criminal justice system $4,974.00 annually, while non-clubhouse members cost the criminal
justice system $8,523.00 annually.” Because of the social support Thunderbird Clubhouse
provides, members are more likely to have increased economic productivity, fewer
hospitalizations, and lower homelessness rates.

Summary

Cleveland County is committed to public safety and serving our communities through
partnerships with the above listed programs, and we respectfully submit this proposal to the
Oklahoma Department of Mental Health and Substance Abuse Services (ODMHSAS). With the
assistance of our partners, we are prepared to comply with reporting to ODMHSAS. Thank you
for your time in considering this proposal.
